Proverbs 16:9

Researchers say adults can make close to 35,000 decisions in their daily lives. These

decisions can have minimal consequences or affect many others, depending on the type

of decision being made. Some decisions only affect us. We can label those  

“micro-decisions”. Others can have consequences that reach our circle of influence and

possibly beyond. These are “macro-decisions”.  

While consequential outcomes vary between the type of decisions we’re making, as

Christians we should reflect on what it means in Proverbs 3:6 to submit in all our ways. In

fact, walking “in the Spirit” (Galatians 5:25) means relying on God’s direction in both the

large and small decisions of life.  

This continual trusting may be what Paul meant when he encouraged the Thessalonians

to “pray without ceasing”. (1 Thess. 5:17) Someone who is constantly communicating with

God, submitting their plans to Him, and trusting Him to guide their steps is truly living
